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INTRODUCTION 
This introduction is not part of the licence and does not purport to be a legal interpretation of the 
licence. 

This licence is for the operation of an anaerobic digestion installation at Banyshall, Timoleague, 
Bandon, County Cork. The installation comprises infrastructure for the acceptance, storage and 
treatment of biodegradable waste and for the production of biogas which will be used in a combined 

l heat and power plant to produce heat and electricity. This licence authorises the acceptance of 48,500 
i tonnes of non-hazardous biodegradable waste per annum. 

/ The licensee is required to cany out regular environmental monitoring and to submit monitoring results 
t and a wide range of reports on the operation and management of the installation to the Agency. 1 For the purposes of the EU Industrial Emissions Directive (2010/75/EU), this installation falls within

Decision & Reasons for the Decision 
The Environmental Protection Agency is satisfied, on the basis of the information available, that 
subject to compliance with the conditions of this licence, any emissions from the activity will comply 
with and will not contravene any of the requirements of Section 83(5) of the Environmental Protection 
Agency Act 1992 as amended. 

The Agency also considers that the activities will not adversely affect the integrity of any European 
Site, and has decided to impose conditions for the purposes of ensuring they do not do so. It has 
determined that the activities, if managed, operated and controlled in accordance with the licence, will 
not have any adverse effect on the integrity of any of those sites. 

The Agency has accordingly decided to grant a licence to Timoleague Agri Gen Limited to carry on the 
activities listed in Part I, Schedule ofActivities Licensed, subject to the conditions set out in Part Ill, 
Conditions. 

No objection having been received to the proposed determination, the licence is granted in accordance 
with the terms of the proposed determination. 

In reaching this decision the Agency has considered the documentation relating to the application, 
Register Number: PO986-01, and the supporting documentation received from the applicant; the 
submissions received; and the Inspector's Report dated 29'h September 2016 and has carried out an 
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) and an Appropriate Assessment of the likely significant 
effects of the licensed activities on European Sites. 

It ;is considered that the Inspector's Report contains a fair and reasonable examination, evaluation and 
analysis of the likely significant effects of the licensed activities on the environment, and adequately 
and accurately identifies, describes and assesses those effects. The assessment as reported in that 
document is adopted as the assessment of the Agency. Having regard to this assessment, it is 
considered that the activities, if managed, operated and controlled in accordance with the licence will 
not result in the contravention of any relevant environmental quality standards or cause environmental 
pollution.

A screening for Appropriate Assessment was undertaken to assess, in view of best scientific knowledge 
and the conservation objectives of the site, if the activities, individually or in combination with other 
plans or projects are likely to have a significant effect on any European Site. In this context, particular 
attention was paid to the European Sites at Courtmacsherry Estuary SAC (site code 001230) and 
Courtmacsherry Bay SPA (site code 0042 19). 

The activities are not directly connected with or necessary to the management of any European Site and 
the Agency considered, for the reasons set out below, that it cannot be excluded, on the basis of 
objective information, that the activities, individually or in combination with other plans or projects, 
will have a significant effect on any European Site and accordingly determined that an Appropriate 
Assessment of the activities was required, and for this reason determined to require the applicant to 
submit a Natura Impact Statement. 

This determination was based on the following reason: 

The Agency determined that a Natura Impact Statement is required because rain water run-off is 
proposed to be discharged to a land drain which connects to a river which forms part of 
Courtmacsherry Estuary SAC (site code 001230) and Courtmacsherry Bay SPA (site code 
0042 19). 

The Agency has completed the Appropriate Assessment of potential impacts on these sites and has 
made certain, based on best scientific knowledge in the field and in accordance with the European 

' Communities (Birds and Natural Habitats) Regulations 201 1 as amended, pursuant to Article 6(3) of 
the Habitats Directive, that the activities, individually or in combination with other plans or projects, 
will not adversely affect the integrity of any European Site, in particular Courtmacsherry Estuary SAC 
(site code 001230) and Courtmacsherry Bay SPA (site code 004219), having regard to their

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conservation objectives and will not affect the preservation of the site at favourable conservation status 
if carried out in accordance with this licence and the conditions attached hereto for the following 
reasons:

- Noise and Dust Controls: 

The installation is not located within a European Site.

Condition 8.4. I requires all waste processing to take place inside buildings. 
Condition 5.7 requires the licensee to ensure dust associated with the activity does not 
result in an impairment of, or interference with, amenities or the environment at the 
installation or beyond the installation boundary. 
Schedule 5.1.3: Dust Deposition Levels and Schedule B.4: Noise Emissions, of this 
licence sets dust deposition limits and daytime, evening time and night time noise 
emission limits for activities at the installation. 
Schedule C.5: Noise Monitoring and Schedule C.6: Ambient Monitoring, of this licence 
requires noise and dust levels to be monitored respectively. 
Condition 1.9 requires the licensee to maintain evidence for inspection by the Agency 
that the land drain has been reinstated in accordance with the Natura Impact Statement 
between the months of May and August inclusive prior to commencing waste activities.

- Discharges to Surface Water: 
o The stormwater from both run-off collection routes, SWl and SW2, are treated prior to 

discharge to land drain and these discharges will be required to comply with trigger 
levels (Condition 6.15.2). 
Schedule C.3.3: Control of Storm Water Emissions, of this licence only permits 
stormwater to be discharged at SWl and SW2 once the land drain has been reinstated 
in accordance with the measures required by the Natura Impact Statement (August 
2006) and requires the subsequent monitoring of the oil interceptors and silt traps 
associated with discharges SWl and SW2. Schedule (23.4: Monitoring ofstorm Water 
Emissions, of this licence, requires the monitoring of storm water emissions fiom SWI 
and SW2. 
Condition 1.9 requires the licensee to maintain evidence for inspection by the Agency 
that the land drain has been reinstated in accordance with the Natura Impact Statement 
between the months of May and August inclusive prior to commencing waste activities.

Condition 3.9.3 requires the odour control system to maintain a 100% duty and 50% 
standby capacity. 
Schedule C. 1. I :  Control of Emissions to Air, of this licence, requires the gas engine to 
maintain a continuous bum of biogas and for the flare to automatically ignite when 
required. This schedule also requires air to be continually extracted from the indoors 
areas and for the bed media of the biofilter to be monitored for odour on a daily basis. 

- Accidents: 
o Condition 3.25.2 requires that the installation's yard is concreted and Condition 8.4.1 

requires that waste treatment and storage takes place inside buildings or enclosed 
vessels. 
Condition 2.2.2. IO requires the licensee to implement procedures to ensure corrective 
and preventative action is taken should the specified requirements of the licence not be 
fulfilled to prevent a recurrence of the breach. 
All tanks, containers and drum storage areas are required to be bunded (Condition 
3.14). This reduces the risk of spillage of digestate or fuel into the ground around the 
installation. 
Condition 3.14.7 requires below ground basins used for the storage of digestate to be 
covered, be underlain by an impervious barrier and to have a leak detection system 
installed over this barrier. 
Condition 6.10 sets out the requirements for integrity testing of storage tanks and 
basins. 
An emergency response procedure is required under Condition 9.2, while Condition 
9.4.2 provides for all significant spillages to be treated as an emergency.
